Town Equipment & Infrastructure Updates
This year, the Town acquired new equipment to improve our services, including a John Deere Utility Tractor and a John Deere Loader, which will significantly enhance our snow blowing and winter maintenance operations. The Town’s older tractor will be offered for public tender.

[bookmark: _Hlk180575259]BUILDING PERMIT
In accordance with The Construction Code Act (CCA), every municipality is required to have a valid building bylaw.  
Every owner or owner’s representative who will erect, place or construct a building greater than 10m2 must obtain a building permit from the Village. Every owner or owner’s representative who will demolish or remove a building greater than 10m2 must also obtain a demolition permit from the Village.
TAXES, UTILITIES AND PAYMENTS 
Property taxes are due December 31st. Any outstanding amount will have a 10% penalty applied on January 1st, 2026.
Outstanding water bills, unpaid expenses and costs incurred by the Village in remedying contravention of a bylaw and unpaid custom charges as of December 31st, 2025 will be transferred and form part of property taxes as per section 369 of The Municipalities Act.
Any payments to the Village can be made by Affinity Credit Union electronic banking (bill payment- Payee Village of Lake Lenore), e-transfer at lakelenorevil@sasktel.net, cheques payable to Village of Lake Lenore and cash.

WINTER PARKING
We would like to remind everyone not to park their vehicles on the road during the winter months to allow for safe and efficient snow removal. Parked vehicles on the road slow down the work of snowplows and create an unsafe situation for drivers.
Park at your own risk- The Village of Lake Lenore will not be liable for any damages that may occur during the snow-clearing operations.
WATER METER READING
The actual water meter reading is done every 3 months (March or April, June, September and November), and the rest of the months are all estimates.

SNOW REMOVAL SERVICES
The Village offers snow removal services within the town limits, provided there is a waiver signed by the homeowner or tenant. A liability waiver can be obtained at the Village Office. The current rate is $20.00 per clearing.

DOG AND CAT LICENSE:
Pet licenses are renewable every year for $10.00. Licensing helps to identify your pet in case it becomes lost. Always keep your pet on your property. When walking your dog, have them on a leash, carry a waste bag and pick up after your dog to keep our community safe and clean. Be a responsible pet owner.
SNOWMOBILE OPERATION
Bylaw No. 3-95 states that “It shall be lawful to operate a snowmobile at a speed no greater than 40 km/h and in accordance with Highway Traffic Laws within the limits of the Village. If you witness someone unlawfully operating the snowmobile please contact the RCMP at 306-6822535.
