✅ Budget Priorities for This Year
· Backup Generator for Water Plant – Ensuring uninterrupted service and emergency preparedness.
· New Tractor & Snow Blower – Modern equipment to support maintenance and year-round operations.
· Road Chip Sealing on Main Street and Lenore Place - Continued infrastructure upkeep to improve driving conditions and extend road lifespan.
· Additional Campsites – Enhancing our facilities to accommodate a growing number of campers each year.
💰 Funding Sources
We’re proud to report that these projects will be funded through a combination of reserve funds, grant funding, and current budget allocations. In particular:
· Some costs are included in the 2025 operating and capital budget.
· Reserve funds and government grants will cover the remaining amounts.
· The current tractor will be put out for tender in the coming months, which will help offset the cost of the new tractor.
💵 No Property Tax Increase This Year
Thanks to land sales revenue and strong interest income from our financial institutions, we are able to move forward with these initiatives without increasing property taxes for 2025.

REMINDERS:
Quiet Time
Please be reminded that quiet time is from 10 pm-7 am. It means that no person shall operate a lawnmower, or any loud equipment or machines between the hours of 10 pm-7 am, except in an emergency.

Overgrown grass and weeds
No owner or occupant of land shall cause or permit the land or any adjoining boulevards or lanes to be overgrown with grass or weeds. Overgrown means in excess of 20cm in height.

Dog Barking and dog at large
No dog owner shall allow their dog to continuously bark at all times which disturbs the peace and tranquility of the neighborhood. 
The owner of the dog shall not at any time allow the dog to run at large within the town.
Please be mindful of others.
BURNING OF MIXED WASTE
Items like plastic, cardboard, garbage, chemicals, organic waste or wood that includes paint, glue or other chemicals emit toxic smoke and must not be burned.  For more information visit Saskatchewan.ca/fire.

Actual water meter reading is done every 3 months (March or April, June, September and December) and the rest of the months are all estimates.
